Culture regions are different countries that have traits in common.
They share similar economies, governments and social groups.
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IV. Population Growth
Reasons for population Growth:

One reason for population Growth is that  the death rate has gone down.

The Death Rate: is the # of  People out of every 1,000 people that die in one year
Crude Death Rate (CDR),

AKA(Mortality Rate)
→

Reasons for the decline:
Better healthcare and living conditions have lowered the death  Rate.

Another reason for rapid population  growth is that the birth rate  is very high.

The Birth Rate _ is the number  of children born each year for every 1000 people.

AKA(Crude Birth Rate) CBR

EX: A country with 2,000,000 People and 40,000 births.

To answer you will take the population number and divide it by the number of births.

Then you will take that number and multiply it by 1000.

So it would look like this 40,000/ 2,000,000 = .02
Then multiply .02x 1000= 20

The answer is there are 20 babies born per every 1000 people.

Birth Rates of less than 18/1000  are very lour.

The Challenges caused by Population Growth:
An increase in the number of people means that more food is needed.

Africa is the most overpopulated continent in the world. These inhabitants suffer from a lack of clean water, a lack of housing, and famine.

Famine-alack of food.

China controls its population growth by having a mandatory family planning law.

They use Birth control to control family sizes.
 After 2 children women can choose to be surgically sterilized.

V. Where People Live
land only covers about 30%  of the earths surface.

Population Distribution:  HOW the population is distributed over a certain area.

For ex: If there is 200,000 people that live in Alex city why do so many live at Russell lands.

Population Distribution is not even in all areas
VI. Population Density
Population Density is how geographers determine how crowded a country or region is.

Population Density _ the average #  of people living in a square mile.

You can calculate population density by taking the total population and dividing it by the total land area.

  For ex: 200,000 Population divided by 800 miles

Carrying capacity - the # of people supportable within a given area by the technologies available

What is population movement?
Urbanization-the mass movement from rural areas to big cities.

Emigrate _ Re people who have left their home country.

Immigrants - are People who nave arrived in their new country.
